TAPSS DEVELOPMENT AND SCHOLARSHIP GUIDELINES

Purpose:

The TAPSS Professional Development Scholarship is given to encourage and support the recipient to pursue a degree of high professionalism for support personnel, whether by attending college classes, pursing the CPS®, CAP® certification, or attending professional development seminars.  The intent is to provide financial assistance to those who want to excel in their chosen field.

Applicants can apply for a full scholarship or a partial scholarship.  If your employer has assisted, or will assist you with some financial help, or has provided means to assist you with books and classes, please apply for the partial scholarship only.

The TAPSS Development & Scholarship Committee will notify recipients in writing.  

Eligibility Criteria:

1. Must be a US citizen or permanent resident.

2. Must be an employee of the Texas A&M University System located in College Station, TX.

3. Must be a member of TAPSS for a minimum of one year.

4. Must register or be registered for classes either at Blinn or Texas A&M University if applying for college assistance, or must be registered to attend a professional seminar if applying for a seminar assistance.

5. Must be registered to take the CPS® or CAP® exam if requesting CPS/CAP assistance.

Preference will be given to those applicants who show determination and potential for success and academic excellence.

A complete application package must include:

1. Complete application form (typed)

2. A typed statement on what make s you deserving of this scholarship including a statement of career goals.

3. One letter of recommendation or support from current or past employer or co-worker.

4. Receipts for registration or books.  If receipts are not available please explain why.
